The
Sapternber 1972 intake was the first wuly comprehensive intake, conssting entirely
of pupils whe had not sat the 114+ Examination,

The school currlculum continues to increase in width, For some years there has
been a Link Course in Computer Science with the College of Technolcgy.  This has
meant thet certain Dynevor duth-formers have spent part of their time studying at
Mourt Pleasant, Recently further link courses have been discussed with the College
of Technology and Dynevor pupilts are currently following courses In Bullding Science,
Motor Engineering and Workshop Theory and Practice at the College. More Link
courses may fallow in the nesr fulure,

MA. CLIFFORD EVANS B.A,
Approximately a year age Mr, Chitford Ewans died in Stafford on 10th October, 1971, anly

fifteen months after his retiremant as Dynevor’s much eteemed Daputy Headmaster. His passing
carme atter a painful iliness and it deeply saddened all in Dynevor, the Headmaster, Staff and pupils.

A native of Blackwood and a product of Tredeger County School, Mr, Evens had a brilliant
university career at Cardiff and was the Gladstone Mamarial PrizeWinner of his yesr and graduated
with Arst Class Honowrs in History,

His amsociation with Swansea began In 1930 when he was sppointed Senior Histary Master
at Glanmor Secondary School, He held this post until 1940 when he enlisted as an Education
CHficer in the Royal Air Forcs and served with units at home and in South Africa,

After demobilisation he returned to Swansea end, from 1945 wntil 1964, Mr. Evans was
Head of the History Department st Dynevor,

Throughout his career he taught his subject with great skill and dedication and schieved
countless outstandling successes.  He was renowned for his lucid thought, vast knowledge and,

abave all, his great integrity.

Thase pupils who had the good fortune to be influenced by his inspired teaching must
suraly feel & deep sense of gratitude to one who set such high standards, possessed such sound
judgemant and implanted such a high sense of moral wilues,

When Mr. Evans was promoted to Deputy Headmaster, in 1964, he brought to his task the
sama painstaking efficiency, kind understanding and admirable frankness,

All of us at Dynevor mourn his passing. He was a first-rate schoolmaster and a Christian
gantleman. Mr. Evans spent his entire life contributing to the enrichment of the lives of others
but, regrettably, was not spared to enjoy the retirement which he sa richly desarved,

To his daughter and relatives we offer our deepest sympathy and sincere gratitude for aving
had the benefit of his shining essmple and genial fellowship,

his own day, captures again the zany independence of a section of this great natien when faced by
the grim threat of invasion, Those of & who dug our pethetée air-rekd trenches lwhich promptly
filled with rain weter], and those who erected their Anderson and Merrison shelters with such bling
faith in their efficacy, and, again, thode of the LDV, who drilled s sssiduously with walking-sticks
for rifles, and would no doubt have teckled Hitler's crack para-troops with tham hid the Eiter ever
landed on the playing fields of Eton and other open spaces will no douwbt recognise the true picture
Whiting draws of the grim litotes in the hurmour which underlies the British attitude in times of
emergency.  Comady usually presents the foolishness of lifie with a view to correcting the foolish,
but who woauld ever want to correct & noble foolishness which, by its very blindnes to the odds
againit it, persists, and In & strange weay, often triumphs.

Thus Hywel Davies as the Rey, Joseph Brotherhood, Maria Stevens
as Pipping, Andrew Edwards as Humpage, lan Batcock as Samuel Bresze, Dawid Webbh as Sir
Timothy Bellboys, Howard Main as Lamprett Bellboys, Susan Lambert as Hester Bellboys and
Yvorme Simons a5 Dorcas Bellboys, were succesfully directeml so that they fully and competently
maintained this essential balance between seriousness of purpose and complate inanity of mathod,
We knew that they, 25 a family, would never do anything s0 “common®’ as to admit that Napoleon
could be “scoepted”, and that if he or anyone else must hurl cannon-balls into their garden then
onewould simply have “to shut the garden gate”,

In 1871 Dynevor re-visited the Austrian Tyrol, going to Petisau, & small villegse on the side
ot a kka.

Tha joumey was very plessant and started at 12 30 p.m. on the Saturday aftemoon following
the end of Brm, The group travelled by traln to Paddington and from there we went by cogch 1o
Luton Ajrport. The flight over to Munich was guite an axperience for some bhoys as it was 1he first
timd that thay had flown, Buses were waiting for us st Munich Sirport, and wa were on our way
to Pertisau without mech deley, It was on this coach trip that some *‘'budding stars™ were found,
resulting in the formation of “The Dynevor Male Vaice VIth-Form Chair™ under the baton of
G, Harvey, UV Arts, The coach journey took about twoe houwrs, but did not seem this long as
most boys jeined In the fun, For a journey of over 1,000 miles the time taken was 3 mers towelye
hiours.

The following morning the bows awake 1o find that the village was in extremely beautiful
surroundings and, after breakfasi, a quick stroll was takan around the village to find the nearest
gsouvanir shops, At 11,00 am, the ski-ing equipment wes collected and the first lesson taken,
After this lesen the boys understood why we did not win sny medals 81 the last Winter Olymplcs!

Pertisau itealf i5 a sleepy village and consists mainly of hotals with a felw 'disces’ and a small
B-pin bowling alkey, To his, and his colleagues” eredit, ir, Jones sever neglected the boys, and the
rpinings wers suitsbly filkad.

In the middle of the week Mr, Jopes organised a trip to |nrsbrock and the boys bought sl
their ssuvenirs. While in Innsbruck the boys were treated toa visit to the spectacular Olympic
ski-jump. This trip came as 8 weleome break — to ease the sors muscles!

The second half of the wesk passed guickly and, on tha last but one day, sewen ¥ Ith-formaers
hired ski-bobs (ski-bikes] from the local skischool,  This was the first time that skibobs had been
used by Dynevor boys, |t was found that they were easy to handle, and the hardest of slopes wes
tackled and surmounted with exse on the very first trip,  They are recommended to any boy going
on a sitrip, Aegretfully, after a superb week, the group left Pertisau on the Saturday evening and,
after & long and weany journey, found thelr way home 1o Swanses on Sunday morning, at 7.30 a.m.

Wales and about 50,000 members. The Urdd, despite popular opinion,is not & movement fior
Welh speakers only, but also welcomes those who are not fluent In the Welsh Bnguege, |, for
axampla, am ona of the joirt chairmen but do rot spesk Welsh,  The "Urdd’ is & voluntary
organisation which s non-political and nonsectarian, Meserthedess, it |5 a very patriotic movement
which stresses spiritusl values, |ts aim and constant inspiration are its simple pledoe of loyvalty and
service To Wales, Fellowwman and Christ. It is to fulfil this pledge that every Urdd member strives.

The ‘Urdd® badge, which, as most of you know & @ triangle, symbolises this pledge. The
green &1 the base of the triange stands for "Cymey’ - Wale, the red (0 the centre is the international
cobour for ‘Cydgddyn’ - Fallowman, the apex of the trizngle is white, depleting the purity and
goodness of Christ - “Crist’.  Therefore the whaole trigngle symbolises the Urdd's pledge of:-
I Gymmu - | Gyd-ddy - | Grist,

The Urdd was founded in 1922 by @ young teacher. This man, the late Sir an ab Owen
Edwards, had a vision: he saw the youth of Wales united with one aim, As he was a practical man
he set about this task and appealed to the youth of Walss in & magazina for young people of which
b v editor, B join a club which be called Urdd Gobsith Cymru.  The youth of Wals resporeded
to his plea and soon the membership list was Increasing quite rapidly,
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For the "Urdd® to work successfully, branches were set up, fellow members had 10 mest - in
camps - the Dy nevor branch goes to Glanllyn every summer - where all enjoy themsalves to the full,
throwgh “Eisteddfodau”™ snd religious services, through international activities, through sport and
gmes, thiough folk dancing, and through magazine and book drives,

The school branch of the ‘Urdd”® is,and always has been, succsssful, Throughout the yesr
wa hawve hald inter house guizzes and some record evening, By the time this magzine goes 1o
print we hope also w hold more similar activities, debates eto.
